Additional Oddball Questions/Requirements from Auditors

· Network Traffic Report to justify that Internet bandwidth requested is not oversubscription.  
· Copies of actual NSLP forms returned by students and proof of enrollment. 

· Document Retention Policy that specifically refers to E-Rate documents - "5 years after last date of service".

· Proof or justification that cellular minutes are not oversubscribed.

· Asset Inventory Report to justify enough computers for the amount of bandwidth requested.

· Proof of a public hearing for CIPA - (not a public board meeting but specific public hearing)
· Documentation showing who has the authority to procure E-Rate supported services. Also, who is authorized to sign the FCC Form 470?
· Deposit slips showing BEARs checks that were deposited
· Copy of cellular phone policy and whether it restricts personal usage

· Provide logs from your internet filter from the year the audit was targeting and any documentation of any failures of the filter like students finding ways to bypass the filter.

· Documentation that the public school district is tax-exempt.  (In this case, the district presented the auditor with a letter from the IRS, but it wasn't specific enough for them.)

IU-specific
· Prove that IU programs are using Elementary/Secondary or Special Ed Curriculum

· Entity Numbers for classrooms served by an IU - even if the invoice is addressed to the main office.

· Auditors trying to require Form 479s and LOA's for all school districts listed on a Block 4 for IU-only applications (as opposed to consortium applications) Julie note:  This is not a requirement and you should explain that sometimes entities are listed in Block 4 of the IUs own application simply to determine discount.
· Prove that the amounts you’re requesting have removed all costs related to staff who work in Adult Ed programs.  GED classes are eligible; Adult Ed is not.
